Voice Script for 511 Mobile Demonstration Video
The newly enhanced 511 Mobile service is easy to use!

Open your device browser and enter 511mm.ksdot.org – or if you have bookmarked the site, use your shortcut to open it.

The 511 mobile site is set up to accommodate a variety of devices.  Navigation may vary based on the operating system you are using. 

On the Home Page, you can select from six regions or three metro areas to get weather-related road conditions or road work activity.  You can also select camera images, message sign views across the state and links to weather.

Tap on the region or metro area of your choice. A non-interactive map for the selected area will be displayed.  To get more information, select either the “Weather” or “Road Work” tab at the bottom of the page. 

The weather tab will report any given winter weather-related road conditions.  A legend depicting colors for indicated conditions will be displayed beneath the map, and a list of routes will appear directly below the legend. Select your route. To select another route, navigate back to the list. If no winter conditions exist, you will see the statement, “No weather condition records at this time.”

When you select the “Road Work” tab, a legend depicting symbols used on the map will be displayed beneath the map.  An orange diamond indicates active road work and a red diamond signifies that a road is closed.  By scrolling down, you will see a list of routes in the region that currently have a construction or other roadway event with traffic impacts, such as an accident, displayed on the map.  Select your route and a list of reports will be displayed.  

To select information in another region or metro area, go back to the Home Page to select what you want.  Follow the same steps to select information.

To “see” the road by viewing near real-time camera images, select the “Camera Images” link at the bottom of the Home Page.  A list of routes with cameras will appear.  Select your route and you will see a list of all the cameras along the route. Tap on a camera location and the image from the camera will appear.  To select another camera image on the same route, navigate back to the list and re-select. 

To select a camera view on another route, either navigate back to the list of camera routes or go to the Home Page and re-select “Camera Images.”  Select your route and camera locations.

To “see” messages displayed on message boards, go back to the Home page view and select the “Message Signs” link.  A list of routes with Message Boards will come up unless there are no messages.  Select the route and sign of your choice.  

To get weather information, go to the Home Page and select “Weather Links.” Links are provided for the National Weather Service and The Weather Channel. 

You may navigate back to the KDOT 511 Mobile site for more information.
